
Marine Aquaculture Task Force Meeting
July 20-21, 2005
Purpose: Through discussions among Task Force members and dialogue with experts, establish a strategy and agenda to explore the social, economic and environmental effects of large-scale aquaculture in U.S. ocean waters and develop recommendations for the appropriate conditions under which the industry should expand.
Goals:
1. Identify and discuss the major effects on marine ecosystems and marine wildlife of aquaculture in U.S. ocean waters, including state marine waters;

2. Identify and discuss major policy initiatives affecting aquaculture at the federal and state levels;

3. Review and approve a work plan enabling the Task Force to produce a report in summer 2006 giving its findings and recommendations for the environmentally and economically sustainable development of marine aquaculture; and

4. Set a schedule of meetings over the next 10 months that will provide—

a. On a regional basis, exposure to marine aquaculture and its effects on marine ecosystems and coastal communities, and

b. The opportunity to interact with a broad range of business interests, marine scientists, and members of the public interested in aquaculture.
